The UUCFL Endowment, Inc. is pleased to announce that we will have approximately $6,000.00 to allot for grants this year. Grants may be given to UUCFL or to those 501(c) (3) non-profit organizations from the list, which has been approved by the UUCFL Board of Trustees in accordance with our principles and purposes as well as the Endowment by-laws.  The list can be expanded to include other worthy organizations by application to the UUCFL Board.  The current list is attached for your convenience. 

Although Endowment money may not be used for the daily expenses of running our church, it may be used to fund special projects for which we may not have money in our church budget. A few examples from the past include books for the library, literature on our denomination for visitors, and seed money for our concert series. The grant applicant may be a committee or an individual but all projects not sponsored by a committee must be approved by the UUCFL Board. The Endowment Trustees can do this for you through the grant process if you have not already done it. 


Endowment funds also give us an opportunity to reach out to the larger community to promote UU principles through social justice and charity. Some recipients of community projects have been the Cooperative Feeding Program; Goodwill Industries and the WINGS program at BCC which helps women reenter the job market following divorce or death. UUCFL members have also developed projects, which support our local community such as the one to promote early childhood literacy through reading and donating books to local children. 


The grant process is simple. Complete the one page proposal summary form and return it to the church office or to an Endowment trustee by November 15. Describe your project, what you hope to accomplish the amount of money you request and how you will spend it. If you need help in completing the process, if you have questions or want to discuss a possible proposal, any one of the Endowment Trustees will be glad to help you. Our 2009 deadline for applications is November 15th.
